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ming, motorcycles starting up, televisions, stereos and video
games playing sixteen hours a day, phones ringing, microwaves
beeping, people shouting, vacuums roaring—get my point. Re-
member that baby parrots prior to fledging and entering the out-
side world are primarily attuned to auditory stimulus. ‘Tis hard
enough for them to cope with quiet noises and calm homes in their
new lives. Then add in the visual stimulus that many owners thrust
upon their chicks by uncovering them and making them observe
every new object in a room and all the motion caused by humans,
machines, pets, etc. I’ve even seen neonates kept up late at night
in a tub on the kitchen counter, far past the hour they should be
tucked in and sleeping peacefully. Note that a chick or fledgling
cannot tell us when it is experiencing stimulus overload; It must
grit its beak and bear it, perhaps trembling ever so slightly many,
many times a day in trepidation! April and | do have a single com-
pact disc that has been played hundreds of times for its soothing
effect on our baby birds.

6) And finally, beware of the ‘over-handling syndrome.’” We now
know that it stresses baby parrots’ physical structure, even causing
hairline fractures in the still-undeveloped skeletal framework. But
it also interrupts much of the contentment in a baby’s daily rou-
tine. Some of our rules include: not picking up a chick without sup-
porting both feet; not picking up a chick when it has just been fed;
not picking up a chick to show it off to someone and then putting
it right back; not picking up or putting down a chick quickly so that
it gets that ‘elevator’ feeling; not picking up a chick if it’s eyes
are closed and it is sleeping; in fact, not picking up a chick for any
trivial reason or just to ‘play’ with it for a few minutes!

One of the finest practices | ever learned was how to interact with
a baby parrot while it was snuggled down in its basket, simply by
gently clicking the beak or skritching up around the beak area. No
back stroking.

Conclusion: When we tune in assiduously to our baby parrots’
needs and mannerisms, it will be obvious that the whole pet-
raising process is laden with potential stress-inducing circum-
stances, many of which can over time be ‘freaking out’ our baby
parrots to a significant degree. The fact that they remain silent
and pliable and utterly benign through much of this care does not
hide the fact that their lives could be greatly improved with just a
little deep perceptiveness and forethought on our parts.

vate the matter—such a stressful way to keep neophyte hookbills!
And those fluorescent lights, the ones that glimmer and pulse in a
wavelength that must be almost psychedelic for young psittacine
eyes to view. Learn to feed and handle your birds in a dimly lit
room. Go by touch as a parent bird would, not by sight which is
unnatural for still unfledged hollow-nesting species. Use an abun-
dance of dark soft bath towels to provide security and a hiding
place for babies. They will remain calmer and sleep and digest
food better.

3) Be aware of other pet bird warning calls. If you have ever seen
a young parrot startle and hunker down when the resident conure
or macaw ‘goes off’_about a cat outside the living room window,
you will under- stand what | am

talking about “...it stresses baby parrots’ here, One easy

six or eight times a day. We always isolate our chicks and try our
best to keep them out of earshot of such alarm noises. Dog barks
fit in the same category!

4) Predator proximity. On a related note it is not a good idea to
mix dogs and cats and baby parrots routinely every day in a home
or nursery situation. | am not referring to the danger of a house-
hold pet biting or clawing a helpless parrot, but of the stress it can
expose chicks to by being around prey animals all the time. Oh, |
know some hobbyists insist that their baby birds get used to four
legged critters. But as | see it even that is not an ideal thing since
babies brought up to trust dogs and cats are at much greater risk
should they later be confronted with a really dangerous predator.
And the other side of the story is those fledglings who never really
came to trust a canine or feline, but we do not notice it when they
are helpless—only when they learn to fly and can be seen crashing
about trying to vacate the area of the meat eater! Respect the
prey animal needs and you will end up with a smarter, safer bird.

5) Is your baby bird faced with mental stimulus overload? Some
homes are frenetic in their mix of kids in and out, doors slam-

“Are You Freaking Out Your Baby Birds?”

Springtime is fast approaching and for some aviculturists and
petkeepers that means baby parrots. | do hope that breeders will
be prudent in their methods to produce more psittacines this year,
perhaps choosing to rest certain valuable elderly pairs, perhaps
giving fewer nest- ———- G poxes, and reducing
their handfeeding  “Learn to feed and  chores in the nursery by
a moderate handle your birds in  amount. The birdie
sales market is a dimly lit room.”  down and it is a golden
opportunity to build up the strength of
breeder birds for a long-lived future! That’s what we have been
doing on and off for several years now...

Now, as for all those new baby birds coming into homes and
breeder facilities, I’d like to take the time to focus on some of the
stresses we unwittingly place upon our neonate chicks and fledg-
lings while they are in these very fragile periods of their young
lives. Here are some of the main issues bearing upon this topic:

1) Are we choosing socialization over security? So much emphasis
these days is place upon the ‘socializing’ of baby parrots in order
that they will be compatible with human owners in a home. But
truth is, baby birds are not meant to have any such fraternal com-
munions until they begin flying and moving around in the world
outside their birth place. Forcing interaction upon a neonate that
is not yet ready to fly and join the ‘flock’ so to speak has numer-
ous negative side effects. Our rule of thumb is let young baby psit-
tacines ‘eat, sleep, poop’ until they enter the ‘curiosity

phase’ [Thanks Phoebe!] at ten, twelve, sixteen, plus weeks, and
begin looking towards new experiences and encounters. Wait on
your chicks’ progress before socializing them; it will pay off in
more stable personalities.

2) Insisting upon bright lighting. | cannot tell you how many times
| have walked into baby parrot holding rooms and found lights
turned on hour after hour. Or when aviculturists go in to hand feed
their offspring, they abruptly switch on the overhead lighting. Un-
shrouded glass brooders and plastic aquarium holding boxes aggra-
